Ad 1. Statute of the Coalition

The participants agreed on several amendments to the given draft of the statute, i.e.:

- New members do not need a formal approval by Coalition members. 

- Companies interested in becoming a member of the Coalition have to


- sign the recommendations


- send the signed version to the AmCham, Weston Stacey or representatives if the Coalition
- fulfill the recommendations by publishing relevant data , at least by preparing the 

   platform for publishing or publishing contacts.

- regards section: II. 3 and 4; III. 3

- Membership ends in case of: 


- conviction of entity or its management under criminal or competition law,

- violation of the recommendations without remediation within the given period or rather  

   a delivering a substantial explanation to the members of the Coalition

- regards section: II. 6

- No differentiation between founding member and new members, except the use of the logo

- regards section: III. 5 and 6.

- Votes do not need absolute majority of all Coalition member but the simple majority of 

   participants at the given CEO Roundtable


- regards section: II. 6; III. 6

- An independent monitoring by NGO is established in the statute. The statute will not define the concrete procedure of monitoring.

Ad 2 Election of Representatives

Due to missing valid statute no representatives were elected. To be done on next meeting.

Ad 3 New members of the Coalition
No concrete company named yet. The representatives of AmCham, Čepro and Centrum Andragogiky report that they forward the recommendations to a high number of suppliers.

Regarding the question which companies are suitable to become members of the Coalition the participants declare that the Coalition should be open to a broad group. Also companies not (yet) acting as suppliers to the public sector should be able to become members.

A relevant obstacle is a bad reputation that might concern the Coalition.

Interested members shall declare from which date they will publish relevant data. After fulfilling the recommendations they will be promoted as members of the Coalition.

Ad 4 Status of implementation of the “Recommendations for Companies Disclosure”

The Coalition members have reported the date from which they will fulfill the recommendations to the AmCham.

Ad 5 Monitoring of fulfillment of the “Recommendations for Companies Disclosure”

NGO Oživení will take over the role of the monitor.

Monitoring is also expected to be done by media and Coalition members themselves.

Ad 6 Review of PR Coverage

Pavel Kaidl, Siemens, encourages participants to use opportunities to communicate the aims of the Coalition.

All members should send a contact for their communication or marketing department to the AmCham, Weston Stacey, or rather to Eduard Palíšek, Siemens.

Ad 7 Administration of matters of the Coalition
AmCham will perform necessary administration of Coalition website and check capacities for further support of administration of the Coalition.
Invitations to the meeting of the CEO Roundtable should be sent to the members of the Coalition at least three weeks in advance.
Ad 8 Next steps

AmCham will send a letter to public authorities to recommend the membership in the Coalition to their suppliers.

All members are invited to promote the Coalition to suppliers and competitors.
